What is APYN?

The Alcohol Policy Youth Network is a direct outcome of a series of political processes that continuously asked for higher youth participation in the definition, implementation and evaluation of policies and programmes tackling the harmful consumption of alcohol.

During our first Constitutive meeting that was held in March 2008 in Budapest we gave birth to the first ever all embracing youth network on Alcohol harm reduction and identified the working areas the future network would tackle, the needs that youth organisations must satisfy to be more involved in alcohol policy-making and its implementation, as well as developing the first action plan that has been revised and updated on this years’ annual coordination meeting in  Lisbon, Portugal.
What is European-wide consultation on Promotion, Marketing, Price and Availability and what is Young Researches?
Advertisement have a particular impact in promoting a more positive attitude to drinking amongst young peole therefore young people have to identify ways and means to reduce the impact of Marketing in their lives by understanding the youth perception of the marketing techniques in use around them. Assess the true impact of price and availability on youth alcohol consumption and develop proposals on how to reduce alcohol related harm and youth consumption based on this. 

A group of Youth Researchers will be setup in order to gather the views and input of number of experts in this field. This group will then run an European wide survey that will be setup and sent to all the youth organizations members of APYN. The idea is to benefit from the umbrella organizations of APYN, their outreach to the local, national and European levels and identify young people's views on the impact of promotion, marketing, price and availability in young people's consumption and hramful use of alcohol. These findings will then be compiled into a report stating the outcomes of the survey. This report will then be available for use by policy makers and youth organizations alike.

Travel and accomodation costs: 
Travel expenses will only be reimbursed upon presentation of documentary evidence of the sum actually paid (invoice, copy of credit card slip, boarding pass, local transportation tickets, etc.).

All participants will be reimbursed after the meeting (unless you have arranged with APYN to be reimbursed during the meeting).

If an invoice is provided, this has to be the original document issued by the Travel Agency or airline that issued the ticket. This evidence of the expenditure together with the relevant travel tickets, boarding pass (plane, train, etc.), receipts should be attached to the completed claim form for reimbursement, which you will get up to 30 days after the Conference by Bank Transfer (Please bring your IBAN and SWIFT codes of your bank account). Electronic tickets will only be considered as acceptable on proof of payment and on presentation of the boarding pass for the outward journey. Return tickets must be purchased before the start of the journey.

Expenses will be calculated and reimbursed in Euro. For expenses claimed in other 

Currencies than Euro, the conversion will be carried out on the basis of the official exchange rate on the date of settlement.

APYN will cover the costs of lodging for the duration of all events.
Participant criteria:
· Age: between 18 and 35

· Able to use English as a working language (both oral and written)

· Has the full support of his/her sending organisation to participate on the course

· Interested and has an experience in research in the field of alcohol policy
· Able to fully participate on the events in the period of February – June and has time to work between meetings. 

Application process and Visa issue
Participants will be selected/ confirmed the latest on 11th February 2011 - in order to assure the cheapest transportation option possible and to start the visa process as soon as possible. Outstanding applicants will be selected even before the date, but space will be allocated for everyone that would be accepted by APYN and will send the application by the deadline. 

We would also like to encourage the participants from countries that need an entry visa for the Schengen territory not to wait for the last day but TO APPLY ASAP as their visa application might not get through due to lack of time.
